- - AMP UPDATES - -
NEW NAME, SAME POLLUTION

As of July 6", American Municipal Power-Ohio officially changed its name to American Municipal Power, or
AMP for short. This is part of a multi-tiered effort to update and enhance their public image, which has become
of particular interest during a time of controversy around the proposed coal plant in Meigs County.

KENTUCKY HYDRO PROJECT UNDERWAY

AMP began construction on their new hydro project near Owensburg, Kentucky in June, which is set to come
online in 2012. When fully operational, the plant will generate an impressive 84 Megawatts of electricity, though
this pales in comparison to the economic and environmental impacts of the proposed 1,000 Megawatt coal plant.

June 9 — AMP-OHIO RECEIVES $30M BRIDGE LOAN FOR AMPGS PROJECT

American Municipal Power-Ohio has been granted a $30 million bridge loan from the Strickland and Ohio Air
Quality Development Authority (OAQDA) for the American Municipal Power Generating Station (AMPGS)
project that is valued at $3 billion. The AMPGS project is a coal-fired generation facility. The construction of the
project would commence between the fourth quarter 2009 and first quarter 2010.

July 1 - AMENDMENT TO REDUCE CONSTRUCTION COSTS FOR AMP

An amendment in House Bill 15, the state worker’s compensation budget, could significantly reduce construction
costs for the proposed American Municipal Power-Ohio Generating Station.

According to Ohio Senator Jimmy Stewart (R-Albany) who worked on securing the amendment, a joint House
and Senate committee reached agreement on a final version of HB 15 on June 25, and both chambers approved
the conference committee’s report yesterday. The bill will now be sent to Gov. Strickland for his signature.

July 2 - OPPONENTS OF AMP CALL AMENDMENT 'UNFAIR PERK'
An amendment to the state worker’s compensation budget which could significantly reduce construction costs for

the proposed American Municipal Power Generating Station is being call “another unfair Ohio perk for coal” by
the Sierra Club.

In a statement released yesterday afternoon, the Sierra Club called the amendment a setback for Gov. Ted
Strickland’s vision for clean energy in Ohio. The amendment, supported by Ohio Sen. Jimmy Stewart (R-
Albany), is said to save AMP-Ohio $20-25 million on construction costs by allowing the company to apply for
self-insured status with the Ohio Bureau of Worker’s Compensation. What supporters call “saving” opponents
like the Sierra Club call “avoiding” $20-25 million in worker’s compensation costs.

July 10 — AMP AIR PERMIT HEARING POSTPONED

Yesterday the Ohio Environmental Review Appeals Commission ruled the de novo hearing regarding an appeal
of the American Municipal Power Generation Station’s air permit set for August has been “indefinitely
postponed,” according to Shannon Fisk, attorney for the Natural Resources Defense Council.

Fisk said the commission issued the order because the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency has not finished
the Maximum Achievable Control Technology modifications required for the air permit. A hearing on these
MACT modifications to AMP’s air permit was held in June because one of the rules relied upon in the original
permit is no longer applicable on a federal level.

Note: This means it's less clear when or if AMP will receive its EPA air permit. They will get shuffled into a
waiting list, though may be fast-tracked this time. AMP may now also find financing more difficult to secure.
Currently, they can begin construction anytime if they're willing to take related regulatory and financial risks.

July 14 - CONTRACT AWARDS MOVE AMP PROJECT FORWARD

American Municipal Power has awarded a contract for the design and supply of two super critical, coal-fired
steam-electric generating power blocks to New Jersey-based Hitachi Power Systems America.

Each high-efficiency power block consists of a pulverized coal boiler powering a steam turbine generator and the
associated nitrogen oxide emissions-control equipment. The units will go into American Municipal Power's new
$3.1 billion coal-fired power plant in Meigs County in southern Ohio.
